Introduction
This mapping guide, originated from work commenced by Helen Forbes-Low, Team Leader for Harrow Children’s Sensory Team, Harrow Council. Helen undertook the task of mapping the Quality Standards for Education Support Services for Children and Young People with Visual Impairment (DfES 2002) to the sixteen standards set out in the Quality Standards for Specialist Teaching and Support Services for Deaf Children and Young People (2009) which she further adapted for children and young people with sensory impairment (CYPSI).

Second step......

The mapped sets of standards from across visual impairment, deafblind/multi-sensory impairment and habilitation are then mapped to the most appropriate of the sixteen STANDARDS set out in the Quality Standards for Specialist Teaching and Support Services for Deaf Children and Young People (2009)  
The folder has a section for each of the sixteen STANDARDS and for each provides the following:

· Quick glance mapping guide –a quick overview of the specific visual impairment, deafblind/multi-sensory impairment, habilitation standards which map to the particular STANDARD 
· Suggested supporting evidence for each of the sixteen standards as set out in the Quality Standards for Specialist Teaching and Support Services for Deaf Children and Young People (2009)  (further adapted for CYPSI) and a further range of suggestions for supporting evidence are also offered
· A section by section (assessment, early years, school years etc) detailed description of how the VI/MSI/Habilitation standards map together and to the particular STANDARD they refer to (see table 1 above)
Folder 2 – Audit/self evaluation tool mapped to the quality standards
The folder is divided into the following sections
· Assessment 

· Early Years 
· School Years

· Beyond School

· Management

and provides a framework for self evaluation by the Service in meeting the Quality Standards. The self evaluation tool uses the Quality Standards for Education Support Services for Children and Young People with Visual Impairment (DfES 2002) as its core framework, further adapting each of the standards to encompass CYPSI.

Each quality standard e.g. Assessment A1 (visual impairment), A1 (multi-sensory impairment), A4 (habilitation), are together cross referenced to the relevant STANDARD (S) (see table 2 below.) Suggested examples of supporting evidence and documentation are given,
