They were incredibly supportive of the girls, continually praising their efforts which made them feel at ease and confident enough to try out the techniques for themselves.  

As an observer, it was absolutely fantastic to watch the girls steadily transform not only their image, but also their self-belief in that they too can use everyday products and look and feel amazing.  The girls were inspired to further develop their image and are now desperately hoping that we hold the advanced techniques workshop.  Hopefully, their dreams will come true.
