Children will question and make thoughtful observations about starting points. Children will explore ideas for a still-life

	Collecting interesting objects
	A collection of interesting objects 
	Make any adaptations necessary to the objects, but aim to use objects that can easily be distinguished by shape, pattern, size.

Working in pairs
	Talk through the collection of objects brought in, hand to the child for first hand observation

Talk about shape, colour, texture, pattern, personal significance.

Children to work in pairs to sort and group the objects, considering the shape, size, pattern and features of each object. 

Children to create an arrangement for still life using their objects. 

Use a contrast coloured cloth to lay out the arrangement. 

Child to feel overall shape of arrangement and how the objects are positioned in relation to each other.  

Child to talk through their choice and positioning of objects in relation to colour, theme, size, feature.
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
