Planning inclusive lessons for a child with a visual impairment
Subject area: Numeracy


Lesson topic: Estimating and measuring capacity with non-standard units
Aims of the lesson:
Children will be able to order 5 containers from smallest to largest capacity , estimate first, then measure using non-standard units and order using results.
Concepts/tasks to be taught:
Understand vocabulary related to capacity. Solve simple word problems involving capacity. Measure and compare capacity using non-standard measures.

	Specific teaching points to consider to ensure inclusion of child with VI
	Physical location of child in room for each activity

	Problems using capacity
	Jug of water holding 5 cups of liquid.
Paper cups for children to use in pairs
	
	Small groups or pairs
	Children to pour out 3 cups of water.  

Children to be asked to work out how many more cups could be poured. 

Ask children to explain how they worked this out, method used
Ask children to pour remaining liquid out into cups to check that they were correct. 
	Working at tables in pairs

	Ordering containers
	Range of containers from small to large
	Adapted worksheet on ordering containers
	Small groups or pairs

Whole group
	Ask children to order the containers from smallest to largest capacity by estimating.

Use a non standard measure e.g. yoghurt pot, to measure each container and record results.

Ask children to order containers using results.
Order new set of containers from smallest to largest by estimating.

Child to have own set to place in order as other children decide what order this is.

At front near teacher. 
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
