Planning inclusive lessons for a child with a visual impairment
Subject area: Geography



  Lesson topic: Investigating Erosion and Deposition: Investigating rivers.

Aims of the lesson:
Children will understand that rivers erode, transport and deposit material as they travel. Children will know and be able to use the terms erosion, deposition, transportation, channel, lake and mouth.

	Child to have own bottle of sand and water to look at. 
Explanation of erosion, transportation and deposition using the bottle of sand and water and also the bowl with sand and silt to enable child to place hand in water and feel both the sand settled at bottom and  feel what happens to the sand when the water is shaken and disturbed. .

	Whole group initially, then individually to complete worksheet.
	Pour water quickly into half a drain pipe held at an angle, to show the energy it has when it moves quickly. Child to put hand in drainpipe as water arrives.

Pour water slowly into half a drain pipe laid flat, to demonstrate how the water travels and the energy it has when poured slowly. 

Demonstrate hand on hand, using the model,, the movement of the river at the outer and inner edge of the river bank. 
Then demonstrate this on the diagram, guide child’s hand along the outside and inside edge of the river to understand where the erosion and deposition takes place.
Children could build a model of the river using sand to demonstrate erosion and deposition. 
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
