Planning inclusive lessons for a child with a visual impairment
Subject area: History


  Lesson topic: Why did Henry VIII marry six times? What was Henry like as a person and as a King?

Aims of the lesson:
Children will think about what makes a good King or Queen. Children will be able to identify features and characteristics from portraits and pictures. Children will learn information about Henry VIII's character and facts about his reign: duration, power etc. from written sources. Children will work in groups to produce a job description, describing Henry's character.
