Planning inclusive lessons for a child with a visual impairment
Subject area: History
  Lesson topic: Why have people invaded and settled in Britain in the past? A Roman case study: Who invaded and settled in Britain a long time ago?

Aims of the lesson:
Children will be able to use a dictionary to find the meanings of 'invade' and 'settle'. Children will be able to sort words or phrases correctly under the headings 'invade' or 'settle'.
