Planning inclusive lessons for a child with a visual impairment
Subject area: Literacy 








 Lesson topic: Writing and using labels
Aims of the lesson:
Children will be able to use the contents page to locate desired information. Children will explore and define new subject specific vocabulary.

Child to use own copy to follow whole group session.

	Bump on or highlighted sticker to be used to indicate new words on page of book that match the flashcards.
Child to have book open whilst flashcards are presented to them.

	Independent work – writing 
	Under your feet 

Writing template
	Enlarged picture, or, verbal description of what is “under your feet” taken from the book.


	Initially in the group, then, 

working individually
	Make sure that the child understands the concept of what is beneath their feet. E.g.
Use examples to illustrate, in the group first before children work on their own. E.g. examples of soil, sand, rocks, roots etc 

Simple cross section diagram of above and below ground.

Dig hole in school garden to find out what is in the hole. 

Child to feel the items .e.g. the rocks,soil, roots.

Child to draw or write description. 
	As above, then at own table.

	Plenary – vocabulary game
	Flash cards and picture cards

	Child would need own set of picture and flash cards.

Child may need assistance to locate the matching picture.
