Planning inclusive lessons for a child with a visual impairment
Subject area: Visual Arts
  Lesson topic: Investigating Pattern: Collection of shapes and pattern 
Aims of the lesson: Children will be able to identify simple shapes and describe different ways that patterns are made. 
Children will be aware of patterns from different times and cultures.

	Use the examples of pattern to generate discussion with the class about what pattern is. Give the child with VI their own set of patterns to examine.
Walk around school and observe and feel patterns.
Working in pairs to discuss pattern examples, feel or look at the pattern, observing or thinking about what shapes the pattern makes, the colours used, how the pattern repeats.

Child to cut out some of the pattern shapes, creating and recording their own pattern.

Alternatively provide the child with a set of ready cut shapes to make their own pattern with. 

Or, cut out shapes for them prior to the lesson and ask them to copy a pattern that they have looked at earlier. 

Or, child to draw and copy one of the patterns that they looked at earlier.
