Planning inclusive lessons for a child with a visual impairment
Subject area: Science





Lesson topic: Why do we have teeth that are different shapes?
Aims of the lesson:
Children will be able to explain why it is important to look after teeth. Children will be able to identify three types of milk teeth and explain the function of each type of tooth.
Concepts/tasks to be taught:
3 types of teeth and their functions, impact of sugary foods on maintaining healthy teeth, safe and unsafe snacks for teeth.

	Child to use mirror to look at own teeth and make record on sheet.
Or, use the set of model teeth and add bump ons to the diagram to show the  number and different type of teeth. Different shaped bump ons could be used to indicate different types of teeth.
