9. Refer child onto other services as required





2. Provide a detailed, jargon free, report on the child’s visual needs and how they will be met. The report will be sent to parents, SENCO and all staff who come into contact with child.





8. Ensure QTVI, Key Teaching Assistant, and mobility officer, contribute to IEP, attend action planning meetings and review meetings, plus provide reports, as requested.





6. As appropriate visit the family at home. Keep in regular contact.


in partnership with the school, ensure parents are involved in the planning and decision making and that they understand the needs relating to their child’s visual impairment.





7. Support the full transition of the child at all stages, providing written documentation regarding access to information, eye condition, effect on learning, independent access skills etc.





5. Provide a report detailing the access requirements for child during internal and external exams and key stage tests. Report to be provided to school exam officer and to SENCO, by a date agreed at IPP initial meeting.





4. Give clear guidelines to schools regarding distribution of information regarding child’s needs.
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3. Provide INSET to school, support staff and governors on the implications of access to the curriculum and to the physical environment for the child.
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1. Carry out a functional visual assessment of child’s vision, in line with the Service’s criteria for assessment.
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
